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Study costs
Tuition fees
Tuition fees are the primary cost 
of studying one of our courses. 
They’re different for every course 
and are based on your study 
load – typically 60 credit points 
per semester, totalling 120 credit 
points per year for a full-time load. 

You can find indicative annual 
fees in this guide. These are 
based on an annual study load  
of 120 credit points, except 
where we indicate they’re  
based on a different study load. 

You can estimate a total cost 
for your course based on these 
indicative fees, but remember: 
fees can change year on year. 
If we do change the fees for a 
course, the change takes effect  
on 1 January the next year.

Student visa costs
You’ll need to get and maintain 
a valid passport and student 
visa to study in Australia. If 
you accept a full-time study 
offer from us, you can use the 
Confirmation of Enrolment (CoE) 
letter we provide you to apply 
for a student visa. As you go 
through this process, you’ll need 
to cover application costs.  

During the application process, 
you also need to prove to the 
Department of Home Affairs 
(DHA) that you have enough 
money to pay for 12 months 
of your course fees and living 
costs. The DHA estimates 
that 12-month living costs 
are A$21 041 for students or 
guardians, plus an additional  
A$7 362 for a spouse or 
partner coming with you and 
an additional A$3 152 per child 
coming with you.

Overseas Student Health 
Cover (OSHC)
